Policies for Boarding 
All boarding animals will receive a physical examination by the veterinary student on arrival and a physical by a clinician 
during the stay.  Unless otherwise directed, we will feed Hill’s Science Diet and provide supervised exercise 3x per day.   

• VACCINATIONS MUST BE CURRENT. 
o Dogs must have proof of current Rabies, Distemper/Parvovirus complex, and Bordetella within the last 

12 months. All dogs not on a heartworm preventative must have a fecal exam and treatment, if needed, 
(at owner’s expense). 

§ $61.40 Wellness exam will be added if vaccines are needed 
o Cats must have proof of current Rabies, Distemper (FVRCP). 

§ $61.40 Wellness exam will be added if vaccines are needed 
o All “New” patients will receive a $61.40 Wellness Exam Fee  
o To protect our other patients, pets found with fleas on them will be treated at the owners expense
